SCHOOL CURRICULUM

The school system in the U.K. is as follows. . .
Up to the age of 14, we study a full range of subjects finishing in year 9.

Years 10 & 11 form a two-year syllabus towards GCSE Examinations taken at the end of Year 11.
Students can enter this course during Year 10, and an average of ten subjects will be followed
depending on the school. :

Years 12 & 13 are a two-year course leading to A-levels, which are taken at the end of Year 13.
Student can enter this course in year 19, (also known as Lower Sixth,) and the course followed is
very flexible, therefore students can choose their own subjects. There is also a possibility of
following both A/S and GCSE level courses in some subjects where the examinations can be
taken in one year, providing a student completes the total Academic Year.

Following are the basic subjects that are studied in the British curriculum, not every subject is
offered in every school, but it would be helpful if you would mark the subjects in which you are
inferested to enable the School to commence the preparation of your timetable before your arrival.
