Overview: The purpose of this scholarship is to award $2000 to 7 resourceful and mature students who are passionate 
about international exchange, bettering their community and self-growth.  The winners of this scholarship will be 
asked to participate in at least 10 hours of community service while overseas, submit a photo essay documenting their 
exchange experience, and give a presentation about their time overseas to at least 50 high school students. This 
scholarship is for Ayusa Study Abroad students who will be participating on a 2012-2013 Academic Year, 2012 Fall 
Semester, or 2012 Fall Trimester program. 
 
Application Instructions:  

• Mail your completed application packet and essay to Ayusa Study Abroad, Attention Global Citizen Scholarship 
Committee, 600 California Floor 10, San Francisco CA 94108. 

• All scholarship applications must be post-marked by March 1! 
 
 
Timeline:  

• Scholarship Application Deadline: March 1, 2012 

• Program Application Deadline: March 31, 2012 Students who have not submitted their COMPLETE program 
application (including the online application AND any additional paperwork) by March 31 will not be considered 
for the scholarship. 

• Winners will be notified by: April 30, 2012 
• Distribution of Funds: The scholarship will be dispersed in 2 payments:  

o Upon selection, winners will automatically receive $1000 directly applied to the cost of their program. 
o Winners will receive a check for the remaining $1000 after successfully completed the requirements of 

the scholarship and submitting their Photo Essay and Proof of Presentation Form. 
• If you are not selected to receive an award and elect to cancel your program application, normal Ayusa

Applications will be judged on the demonstrated depth of community involvement and the quality of the essay.

• how you expect your volunteer community service to impact you personally; 

• upon returning home, what you will do with what you learned and experienced overseas
